EI Paso, San Antonio,TX. This limitedevaluation was performed on June 6th,2008. We have observed the
standard of care generally exercised by the profession under similarcircumstances and conditions to complete
this report.

Moldspores are common in indoorenvironments. It is not the presence of molds in indoor air that is cause for
concern. However, the amplificationand dissemination of fungal spores in elevated levels can decrease indoor
air qualityand leadto adversehealtheffects.

On the following page, are the samples taken along with any observations and/or suggestions. Based on
observations &lab results, there was no evidence of mold proliferation. The lab results indicate the air samples to
be within generally accepted guidelines. There was some evidence of water damage in various areas with more
detail on the following page.

Analyses of the laboratory samples taken along with observations and/or suggestions are as follows:

A 1 - Outside

. Sample taken outside for comparison.

A2 - Kitchen/Living
. Lab results show counts of several types of mold, but all lower than the outside counts or within a

reasonable variance. The counts are considered very low. The overall count is much lower than
the outside count.

A3 - Hall @ Bedrooms
. Lab results show counts of several types of mold, but all lower than the outside counts or within a

reasonable variance. The counts are considered very low. The overall count is much lower than
the outside count.

Swab Samples

S1 - Kitchen - sheetrock below sink
. This sample was taken on the sheetrock above the sink shelf. Lab results indicate a "Rare" count

of several mold types. This is within a normal reading, but still should be addressed as described
below.

General Recommendations and/or Observations

. Inspected areas throughout the house. The house was considered in fair housekeeping
condition. There was noticeable bug residue & activity in various areas of the house.
Walls were checked around plumbing fixtures, windows and other possible moisture sources
using a moisture meter and all readings were normal.
Kitchen - The shelf below the sink had obvious water damage. The window had excess caulk as
if one of the panes has been replaced.

0 Recommendremoving& replacingtheshelfbelowthesinkandconfirmingthereis no
plumbing leak present. Clean & sanitize the sheetrock below the sink.

Living - The AlC return and AlC closet are used to store items.

Hall Bathroom - There is water damage on the sheetrock and base behind the toilet. This is
apparently caused by the shower curtain not being used properly and water traveling along the
seam (between the tub & shower) to the sheetrock.

0 Recommendremoving& replacingthedamagedsheetrocknextto theshoweralongwith
the base behind the toilet. If any microbial growth is found during removal, the
assessment consultant should be notified.

2 Bedrooms - New windows have been installed, but no caulk present.
0 Recommendreplacingthecaulkaroundthewindowsandcleaningthewindowsills.

Master Bedroom - Dirt/debris on the caulk around the window.
0 Recommendreplacingthecaulkaroundthewindowsandcleaningthewindowsills.

Master Bath - There is water damage on the base on both ends of the tub/shower. A small area
of sheetrock next to the shower showed signs of water damage. This is apparently caused by the
shower curtain not being used properly and water traveling along the seam (between the tub &
shower) to the sheetrock. The homeowner states there has been a previous leak at the base of
the toilet (there is heavy caulk around the base of the toilet).

0 Recommendremoving& replacingthedamagedsheetrocknextto theshoweralongwith
the base on both ends of the tub. If any microbial growth is found during removal, the
assessment consultant should be notified.
