Aladdin Environmental LLC is pleased to submit this environmental evaluation for the above address on July 10th,
2008. We have observed the standard of care generally exercised by the profession under similar circumstances
and conditions to complete this report.

The house and garage were vacant during this evaluation. Based on observations and sample results, no visual
signs or other evidence to suggest possible mold proliferation were observed during the inspection.

Mold spores are common in indoor environments. It is not the presence of molds in indoor air that is cause for
concern. However, the amplification and dissemination of fungal spores in elevated levels can decrease indoor
air quality and lead to adverse health effects.

Test results indicate the mold levels in the areas tested are within generally accepted guidelines. This report is
based on the source or sources of elevated moisture levels at the site have been identified and eliminated. In
addition, visual signs or other evidence to suggest possible mold growth were not observed during the inspection.
However, if issues regarding elevated moisture levels have not been corrected, recurring mold growth is likely. It
is my understandingthis house had been achieved clearance previously and the previous elevated count was due
to contents from the garage that were brought into the house. All of the contents of the house and garage were
removed and the house and garage were cleaned prior to this sampling. Additional sampling is recommended
once the contents are cleaned and returned to the house.

Evaluation

Analytical Results:

When evaluating airborne mold analytical test results, it is important to consider ambient air conditions in the area.
This is accomplished by collecting and analyzing an outdoor air sample. The air samples were taken on July 10th,
2008.

Air Samples

A1 - Outside Front Door: Air sample taken outdoors for comparison.

A2 - Garage: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of numerous types of
spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at higher quantities.
There was no Aspergillus/Penicilliumor Chaetomium present in this sample. The
overall count was much lower than the outside count. This is within generally accepted
guidelines.

A3 - Kitchen: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of numerous types of
spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at higher quantities.
There was no Aspergillus/Penicilliumpresent in this sample. The overall count was
much lower than the outside count. This is within generally accepted guidelines.

A4 - Living: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of numerous types of spores.
All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at higher quantities. There
was no Stachybotrys or Chaetomium present in this sample. The overall count was
much lower than the outside count. This is within generally accepted guidelines.

A5 - Master Bedroom: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of numerous types
of spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at higher quantities.
The overall count was much lower than the outside count. This is within generally
accepted guidelines.

A6 - Front Bedroom over Garage: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of
numerous types of spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at
higher quantities. The overall count was much lower than the outside count. This is
within generally accepted guidelines.

A7 - Back Bedroom over Garage: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of
numerous types of spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at
higher quantities. The overall count was much lower than the outside count. This is
within generally accepted guidelines.

A8 - Bedroom - Back middle: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of
numerous types of spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at
higher quantities. The overall count was much lower than the outside count. This is
within generally accepted guidelines.

A9 - Bedroom - Back Left: The air sample collected from this area indicated the presence of numerous
types of spores. All of the spore types were present in the outside sample at higher
quantities. There was no Aspergillus/Penicillium present in this sample. The overall
count was much lower than the outside count.

Relative Humidity

Relative Humidity readings all tested below 50%.

. All contents from the house and garage had been removed and placed into storage.
Ceramic tile was installed throughout the downstairs and the two upstairs bathrooms.
The house and garage were cleaned following the tile installation and air scrubbers and
dehumidifiers placed.
The garage floor had discolorations from various incidents including from the area rug that had
gotten wet on the garage floor. It was recommended to the cleaning company to use a more
abrasive cleaning technique on the garage floor. This was reported completed on July 11, 2008.
It was reported by SAHA that during a heavy rain, water was pooling from the garage door to the
door that enters the kitchen. It may be necessary to apply some type of sealer or layer to prevent
moisture from coming from the garage door to the door that enters the kitchen.
Additional sampling is recommended once the contents are cleaned and returned to the house.
