. This is the shelf below the kitchen sink. Lab results indicate a "None Detected" of spores in the
sample taken.

General Recommendations and/or Observations

. Inspected areas throughout the house. The house was vacant and considered in fairly
clean housekeeping condition, but with a strong pet urine odor.
Walls were checked around plumbing fixtures, windows and other possible moisture
sources using a moisture meter and all readings were normal.
Kitchen - The shelf below the sink showed signs of a minor drip.

Living - Dirt/debris around the edge of the window.
